The 160 acres containing the Storm Trails was purchased by the City of Prescott in January 2018, in February 2018 trail design and construction started. The 
trails showcase balanced rocks, boulder �elds and impressive view of the Dells, Glassford Hill, Watson Lake and Granite Mountain.  The Easter Island Trail, 
pictured below,  is named after the striking rock formations.  The �rst entrance is about 1 1/3 miles down the Peavine from the trailhead on Sundog Ranch Rd.  

As part of the future expansion of day use facilities 
at Lower Goldwater Lake, which is currently slatted 
to begin in fall of 2021, a new full loop trail around 
both lakes has been constructed.  This trail o�ers a 
2.4 mile loop along the shores of the Upper and 
Lower Lake.  It’s an alpine lake with a mostly shaded 
path that o�ers sweeping views and opportunities 
to stop and enjoy the lakeside people watching 
along the way since it’s popular for �shing and 
kayaking as well as the trails.
The lakes are named for Morris Goldwater (Barry 
Goldwater’s uncle) for his civic service to the 
Prescott area over the years.  The dams constructed 
in the early 1930s, were a New Deal Works Progress 
Administration (WPA) project.  You can also see 
remnants of the old water pipe that took water 
from the reservoirs down Banning Creek and into 
the old south reservoir that used to sit above Mount 
Vernon Ave along Senator Highway.

~ About the Map ~
This map production is made possible through a 
collaborative e�ort between the City of Prescott GIS 
Department & Trails Specialist, and the Prescott National 
Forest trails managers, along with support from local 
businesses; printing costs are paid for by the local business 
sponsors that are shown to the right.
